Topics addressed and conclusions 

1. ES Dissemination Conference

The conference was hosted by the Mayor and held at the Municipal Hall of Strovolos. Addressed by the Mayor Mr Savvas Eliophotou and the Leonardo da Vinci CY National Agency Dr Christopher Markides, the conference unfolded the ECV project themes to an audience of 100 ecv oriented people. Themes covered:  Social Workers Qualification in Lithuania  by Vidmantas Alekna - Professor of Gerontology, Elderly Care Education in Greece by Gavriil Iordanoglou - Director of SBIE, ECV Pilot Implementation  by Savas Agathocleous - Director Steyi Ayia Marina, Introduction to ECV project  by Alecos Tringides - Director Trisys Ltd, ECV Software demonstration  by Orestis Tringides - Managing Director AMALGAMA Info Management Ltd, ECV Network  Establishment and Functionality  by Marina Pothou - officer of EBEP. The conference stream was coordinated by Polina Stavrou of INEK/PEO The questions and answers section revealed a vivid interest by the participating communities (Strovolos, Pera, Klirou, Kalopanayiotis, Kaimakli, and Volunteers Association 
2. Pilot Training

Following the QA of the Pilot results it was decided that the partners will present the results in a uniformity showing both the quantity and quality dimensions. Trisys to prepare format and circulate for conformity  
3. Knowledge evaluation / Certification 

A Certification Statement to show clearly in simple terms the rules and regulations for embarking in the ecv knowledge certification process. Trisys to prepare and arrange for display on the Members Section of the website. 

4. ECV Network on the web

We reached the final stage but still out network membership is not satisfactory. All partners must URGENTLY rationalise the representation their ECV Network Members base. Failure might infringe the evaluation of the project results by the Leonardo Authorities.  
5. External Quality Assurance procedure

QA is smoothly in progress by external evaluator. Partners may be asked to provide evidence according to requirements.
6. The ecv brochure and the ecv bulletin
The ecv brochure was printed in Greek and Czech. All other language-brochures are ready in the hands of the partners. The partners will arrange printing according to the requirements, will distribute and present a list or/and description of the recipients as part of their dissemination activities.

The next ecv bulleting will be prepared next week based on the brochure material plus any papers that can be readily presented by the partners. The Greek version may include Marina’s, Gavriil and Vidmantas CY conference speeches
7. Financial matters
