Topics addressed and conclusions 

1. ES Dissemination Conference

The conference (workshop) was held at the EFA VALDEMINADOS CENTRE in the Madrid suburb COLMENAR VIEJO. Professor Maria Onrubia presented the theme “La formacion del cuidado de ancianos” and Directora Katia Lerida spoke about ASISPA. Hans Van Riel analysed the Dutch elderly care system and Professor Vidmantas Alekna explained the training system of social workers in Lithuania. The workshop ended with a presentation of the Spanish version of the ECV software followed by questions and answers.
2. ECV Software Review
The partners took a round to comments about the experience gained at their end by using the software during the pilot training. The comments regarding functionality were general and did not serve the purpose of improving or correcting the program code. Amalgama asked for detailed observations and the partners undertook to revert.
The following concrete points were raised and discussed:

· The text book could become “clever” to enable the reader jump to lesson and back. Promised to implement if it does not create much extra work.

· Long videos taking time to load. Display “ecv video loading…”
3. Pilot Training Lessons

The national partners presented the results of the pilot training (see presentations). The outcomes of GR and LT will be completed and reported soon. 
4. Knowledge evaluation / Certification 

Comments were offered by Hand van Riel concentrating on:
· The questions are just statements and as a consequence the propositions are always correct. The questions points should be se by experts.
· Many questions have no relevance with the lesson

It was explained that the method was discussed, simulated and decided upon in Praha and the “important statements” were set by the experts of the group Vidmantas and Annegien. Van Riel undertook to speak with Annegien and, if necessary, revert.

5. ECV Network on the web

The final line is reached by most of the national partners. It was agreed that for the sake of respect of personal data and security all around the network members will be asked and helped upon to register by themselves.
6. External Quality Assurance procedure
The approach of the QA template and documentation as set by our external QA subcontractors was presented whereby the mains steps of the project and especially the dissemination activities must be logged and supported. The partners expressed their readiness to produce the necessary documentation 
7. The next ecv bulletin and the ecv brochure
A version of the ecv brochure was presented and discussed. The partners agreed to proceed rapidly with the translation directly in MS Publisher. The next ecv bulleting will practically turn the brochure material into electronic form.
8. Financial matters

It was explained in detail the functionality of the ICT accounting. The partners undertook to produce the invoices as requested. The cumulative ecv accounts statement was presented and explained. The global subsistence management accounting was displayed and the current status was examined in relation to the possibilities of the number of participants per partner to the final conference in CY
